Our 1ltr
perennials are £2.75 each, or 6 for £12, rockery plants (1Itr pot) £3.50 each, or 3 for £10 and herbs (9cm
pot) £1.60 each, or 8 for £12.

Orders for summer Hanging Baskets are being taken, so if you would like us to plant your baskets, please
bring them in NOW to save disappointment.

If you prefer to fill your own basket, we have alarge selection of suitable plants, compost and feeds. The
plants have all been grown at our nursery to ensure their superior quality. These will be ready in April for
those of you wishing to plant your own baskets, but will still need to be protected until the end of May,
once frosts have gone. If you wish to plant your own basket, but don’t know where to begin, then why not
come along to the Workshop. Details are further on in the newsletter, but do book early as places soon
fill up.

For those growing your own summer flower s and vegetables, you will
